TG 2.EEC is concerned with the nature of particulate and gaseous contaminants, the means of removing unwanted contaminants from the air, the effectiveness, energy efficiency, life cycle cost and sustainable operation of such air cleaning equipment. The scope of TG2.EEC will provide guidance to the ASHRAE membership, manufacturers and end-users how to classify air filter energy efficiency and the key factors affecting energy usage associated with the proper use of air filtration in new and existing buildings. The TG2.EEC does not include UVC devices for use in air handling units or air ducts to inactivate airborne microorganisms, which are the province of TC2.9 and SPC 185. 
 Impact on Other TC/TG/TRGs: TG2.EEC has direct interest and support from TC2.4, TC2.3, SSPC90.1 and SSPC 90.2. The resultant written code can be  used to promote further  reduction in energy usage of the air filters. The outputs are also of interest to SSPC52.2, SPC145, SPC 189.1. SPC 189.2, GPC 10P, GPC 32, SSPC 62.1, SSPC 62.2 and SPC170 for sustainable indoor air quality.
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
