2.  Adoption of the Agenda and Previous Meeting 
The agenda was adopted unanimously.
3.  Approval of Minutes – June 2019 in Kansas City
It was moved by D. Halel and seconded by E. Khalil:

4.  Secretary’s Report
S. Ferguson provided a quick update on international travel reimbursement. Ten people requested reimbursement for TC 163/TC 205 meeting in Seoul, South Korea, September 2019. An overview of past and upcoming international standards meetings was also provided. TC 142 next meets in Delft, Netherlands in September. TC 163/TC 205 next meets in Moscow, Russia in the third week of September. TC 86 has not planned a plenary at this point. The list of ISO TC and SC/WG chairs, and TAG leadership was presented and reviewed, including term end date and number of terms. The list will be included on future agendas for regular review.

TC 205 Working Group 2 - TAG must make determination for US position on Working Group 2 chair.
TC 205 Working Group 5 - Stephen Turner has volunteered to be the convenor for the working group.
Announcement of Staff Change – Ryan Shanley is now ASHRAE Manager of Standards – International and staff liaison to ILS/ISAS.
5. Review of Action Items from Kansas City
S. Ferguson provided an update on the status of the action items assigned at the 2019 Annual Meeting in Kansas City.
6. Continued Discussion on the Report of the Presidential Ad Hoc Committee on ASHRAE’s Role in the Globalization of Standards 
There was a discussion of a possible recommendation to Honors and Awards Committee to establish a new International Standards award. Appendix B to the Standards Committee Reference Manual, which outlines the guidelines for awards was presented. M. Newman wants a discussion on criteria for the proposed reward. Objective is to get people recognized for promoting ASHRAE standards or getting them adopted by national or regional bodies. How would this be tracked? Suggestions for criteria include participation in an ISO TC, participation in national/regional standards bodies, publication in the ISO Focus journal. Suggestion to make proposed award a pass-through award to Standards Committee so that Standards Committee can pick the winner, rather than the Honors and Awards Committee.
Action item assigned to TBD to draft a table for review by ILS/ISAS. 
7.  New ISO Strategic Plan
The ISO Strategic Plan was presented to ILS/ISAS and there was no discussion.
8.  ASHRAE Standard 34 and ISO 817 Maintenance Agency for Refrigerant Classification – Related to Harmonization
There’s a process group and a technical group that is trying to figure out how this effort will work. There will be a joint SSPC 34 Toxicity and ISO 817 Toxicity Task Force meeting on Monday, February 3rd, 2020.
9.  Regional Review of Standards Activities
a. Europe (J. Hogeling) – Energy Performance of Buildings Directive. They’ve prepared assessing and reporting of primary energy factors which is the key for the energy declaration of a building. They are working on processing the comments, and hope that it should be ready for publication at CEN in September. CEN 17423PREN. Europe EN 378.
b. North America (D. Erbe, H.M. Newman, et. al.) – No report, other than normal TAG business covered in the agenda.
c. Middle East/Asia-Pacific (E. Khalil) – Compliance/enforcement is low. Egypt, Jordan, Sudan, and UAE are involved and take leads in different technical areas. Codes/standards are being translated into Arabic. South Korea and Japan are starting to mandate zero energy.
10.  Report from TAG chairs
a. ISO/TC 59/SC 13 (D. Knight) – No report.

b. ISO/TC 86 (D. Halel) – WG/Panel 1/8 are doing a lot of work. There is also some work being done in Working Group 6. The TAG has decided not to meet at ASHRAE conferences, due to issues with achieving quorum. The TAG will typically meet shortly after conferences and is trying to schedule a call for shortly after this Winter Conference. There is no active US participation in Working Group 4 or Working Group 7.

c. ISO/TC 142 (D. Feddersen) – Cleaning equipment for air and other gases. TAG met at ASHRAE HQ with good attendance and participation. Working Group 1 – Terminology. Working Group 3 – Preliminary ISO 16895 – Wood-Based Panels – Dry-Process Fibreboard. ISO 16890 – Air Filters for General Ventilation – out for revisions. HEPA is working on NP1423-65 Discharge of Filters. Working Group 9 PWIs on rotary equipment. Marine and offshore environment. Working Group 11 Joint Working Group IETC59 (Room Air Purifiers). Working Group 13 – two PWIs on general environment and waste-water treatment plans. Plenary September 21 to September 24 in Delft, Netherlands.
d. ISO/TC 163 (D. Erbe) – Thermal properties TAG has increased membership and increased representation at TC 163. All of the voting from the TC 163/TC 205 Joint Working Group (JWG4SC3) goes through TC 163.
e. ISO/TC 205 (M. Newman) – TC 205 has more participants, which is a product of active solicitation of participation. TC 163 and TC 205 TAGs will meet on Tuesday, February 4th at ASHRAE Winter Conference.
11.  Review of ISO/ASHRAE Standards Matrix
This matrix was briefly reviewed in Agenda Item #5 and will remain a standing agenda item for this committee at future meetings.
12.  Discussion About Making ILS/ISAS a Subcommittee of Technology Council
Information regarding forming new standing committee from ASHRAE Rules of the Board were presented, along with the Technology Council organizational chart.

D. Erbe thinks this subcommittee should report directly to Technology Council rather than to Standards Committee. Action item assigned to D. Erbe to draft document that proposes to move ILS/ISAS to a subcommittee of Technology Council.

M. Newman – ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205 will meet at ASHRAE Headquarters in September 2021.
14.  Next Meeting
The next meeting is scheduled for Friday, June 26, 2020 at the ASHRAE Annual Conference in Austin, TX.
