1.  Call to Order and Introductions
The ILS/ISAS 2020 Virtual Summer Meeting was called to order on June 23, 2020 at 10:05 AM.

2.  Adoption of the Agenda and Previous Meeting 
The agenda was adopted unanimously.
3.  Approval of Minutes – January 2020 in Orlando
A quorum was not met by the members present; minutes could not be approved.

4.  Secretary’s Report
The list of ISO/TC and SC/WG chairs, and TAG leadership was presented and reviewed, including term end date and number of terms. The list will be included on future agendas for regular review.
There is a moratorium on ISO in-person meetings through September 30, 2020. This deadline is being reviewed by ISO leadership on monthly basis to determine if it should be extended, with an update typically provided to ISO members and committee managers during the first week of the month. ISO/TC 142 scheduled for September in the Netherlands are currently postponed to late November/early December. Joint ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205 meetings originally planned for Moscow host are now virtual. Russia has withdrawn the invitation for 2020 and extended an invitation for 2021. US/ASHRAE will be extending an invitation to host the joint TC meetings in September 2022 in Atlanta. The first plenary for ISO/TC 205 will be held on Tuesday, September 22nd, 2020. The second plenary for ISO/TC 205 will take place on Saturday, September 26th, 2020.
Stanley Yee was confirmed as the ISO/TC 163 U.S. TAG vice-chair in Orlando after the ILS/ISAS meeting. Steve Bushby was confirmed as the ISO/TC 205 U.S. TAG chair during a joint ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205 U.S. TAGs meeting in May.

5. Review of Action Items from Orlando and Kansas City
R. Shanley and D. Erbe provided an update on the status of the action items assigned at the 2019 Annual Meeting in Kansas City and the 2020 Winter Meeting in Orlando. There was a review of closed action items from Kansas City and open action items from Kansas City and Orlando.
Action Item 3 from Orlando was reassigned to J. Hogeling and Essam Khalil to take on providing input and guidance on a named award for Mike Newman, other international participation award
6. ASHRAE Standard 34 and ISO 817 Maintenance Agency for Refrigerant Classification – Related to Harmonization
There is a process group and a technical group that is trying to figure out how this effort will work. A joint SSPC 34 Toxicity and ISO 817 Toxicity Task Force meeting was held on Tuesday, June 16th, 2020. The joint meetings during this conference and in Orlando have functioned well and it is anticipated that they will continue at future conferences. The effort on process alignment is on hold pending the results of the toxicity harmonization.
7.  Regional Review of Standards Activities
a. Europe (J. Hogeling) – D. Erbe reported update; J. Hogeling was not in attendance. The European Union in the Third Energy Directive has adopted the overarching ISO 52000 series of standards. The intent is to mandate standards; the only standards that are being honored normatively are from either ISO or CEN. The United States Trade Representative is involved in discussion regarding ISO/CEN refusing to allow the United States and other countries to participate.
b. North America (D. Erbe, et. al.) – ISO/TC 86/SC 1/WG 1 is engaged in ISO 5149 review/rewrite, being led by E. Baert. Monthly meetings are being held; progress is slow but steady. ISO/TC 86/SC 1 parallels ASHRAE Standard 15; ISO/TC 86/SC 8 parallels ASHRAE Standard 34. ISO/TC 300 has written the 50000 standard for building operation, which has been adopted by New York City. This sets a precedent for the adoption of ISO standards by authorities having jurisdiction in the United States.
c. Middle East/Asia-Pacific (E. Khalil) – Refrigerant codes have been issued in Arabic; an agreement was reached during a conference with Europe to accept two types of refrigerants. There is an assignment to write the refrigerant application in English and French, as well as draft an executive summary of how to handle refrigerants in other countries. There are discussions regarding how to base the standards on ASHRAE Standards 15 and 34.
8.  ISO/TC 163, ISO/TC 205, JWG4 September Meetings
a. Moscow invitation to host in 2020 has been withdrawn; the meetings will be postponed to 2021.
b. There was a committee internal ballot to not have the United States host the meetings in 2022 or 2023; the ballot has been rescinded to host in 2022. ANSI has issued an invitation to host.

9.  Report from TAG chairs
a. ISO/TC 59/SC 13 (D. Knight) – No report.

b. ISO/TC 86 (D. Halel) – R. Shanley and D. Halel will speak separately regarding scheduling another ISO/TC 86 U.S. TAG meeting.
c. ISO/TC 142 (D. Feddersen) – Kevin Kwong will succeed Dara Feddersen as chair of the U.S. TAG to ISO/TC 142 as of July 1st. The TAG will meet on Wednesday, July 8th. The plenary meetings which were scheduled for September in the Netherlands have been postponed to late November/early December. ISO/TC 142/WG 3 (General ventilation filters) is working on ISO 16890-1 through ISO 16890-4. There is a preliminary work item for ISO 16890-5. ISO/TC 142/WG 8 (Gas-phase air cleaning devices) is working on ISO 10121-3. ISO/TC 142/WG 7 (Cleanable filter media used in industrial applications) – ISO 22031 has requested a nine-month extension. ISO/TC 142/WG 9 (Particulate air filter intake systems for rotary machinery and stationary internal combustion engines) is working on ISO 29461-1. 
d. ISO/TC 163 and JWG4 (D. Erbe) – The Joint Working Group 4 (JWG4) is in charge of the overarching ISO 52000 series of standards. Currently, it is in the process of beginning a New Work Item for primary energy factors (source energy) based on CEN prEN 17423 . In the United States, there has been more focus on site energy (Standard 90.1) but new ASHRAE SPC 228 will be looking at primary energy factors/fuel mix, zero energy. These efforts are expected to be contentious. ISO/TC 205 (S. Bushby) – D. Erbe reported update; S. Bushby was not present. The JAG 1 (Joint Advisory Group) meeting will not be held at the September virtual ISO/TC 205/163 meetings. ISO/TC 205/WG 2 (Design of energy-efficient buildings) is working on a Technical Specification for zero energy; both Japan and South Korea have mandated zero energy beginning in 2020. Japan is the convenor of WG 2. The Working Group is also engaged in an effort on natural ventilation. ISO/TC 205/WG 9 (Heating and cooling systems) is involved in all mechanical systems standards of the 52000 matrix (over one hundred standards); all of these have to be voted on in ISO/TC 163, not ISO/TC 205. A method is being developed to have a Committee Internal Ballot for ISO/TC 205 to give comments and input to ISO/TC 163.
10.  Review of ISO/ASHRAE Standards Matrix
This matrix was briefly reviewed in Agenda Item #6 and will remain a standing agenda item for this committee at future meetings.
11.  Discussion of ILS/ISAS Subcommittee Membership and Responsibilities
It was decided that the chair and staff will review the ILS/ISAS membership and responsibilities along with the proposal to make ILS/ISAS a subcommittee of Technology Council. There is confusion as to the division of responsibilities and membership between ILS and ISAS. There was a discussion that the committee size needs to be increased to accommodate the work load of the committee.

12.  Discussion About Making ILS/ISAS a Subcommittee of Technology Council
There was continued discussion about the benefits of making ILS/ISAS a subcommittee of Technology Council. It was requested that suggestions for advancing this effort be sent to D. Erbe, R. Shanley, and C. Barbaree.

13.  Update on ANSI International Committees
An update was provided which was prepared by Stephanie Reiniche on the activities of the ANSI international committees; the ANSI ISO Council (AIC), ANSI International Forum (AIF), and the ANSI International Policy Advisory Group).  This will be come a standing agenda item
14.  Review of New Action Items and Other Business
D. Erbe – ISO/TC 86/SC 6/WG 10 (Energy recovery ventilators) is working on two energy recovery standards; one standard for energy recovery units (ISO 16494) was published and is now in revision, and one standard for energy recovery components (ISO 21773). ASHRAE Standard 84 has been inserted as a normative standard in the standard for energy recovery components.
15.  New Business
D. Erbe – Question on the globalization of ASHRAE standards effort; does this just consist of the Board Ad Hoc report and its implementation? Standard 135 (BACnet) and Standard 228P (Zero Energy) were mentioned in the Standards Committee ExCom meeting as a part of this effort.
13.  Next Meeting
The next meeting is scheduled for Friday, January 22, 2021 at the ASHRAE Winter Conference in Chicago, IL. 
14.  Adjournment
The meeting was adjourned at 12:06 PM.
