Adoption of the Agenda and Previous Meeting 
The agenda was adopted unanimously.

Approval of Minutes – June 2020 Virtual

Secretary’s Report
The list of ISO/TC and SC/WG chairs, and TAG leadership was presented and reviewed, including term end date and number of terms. The list will be included on future agendas for regular review.
The moratorium on ISO in-person meetings has been extended through April 30, 2021. This deadline is being reviewed by ISO leadership on monthly basis to determine if it should be extended, with an update typically provided to ISO members and committee managers during the first week of the month. Virtual TC, SC, and WG meetings are ongoing. ISO/TC 142 scheduled for November/December 2021 in the Netherlands, pending pandemic and travel restrictions. Joint ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205 meetings scheduled for September 2021 in Moscow, pending pandemic and travel restrictions. U.S. TAG to ISO/TC 163 voted to authorize the chair to offer changing the U.S. hosting of joint meeting to September 2023, so that Russia could host meeting in September 2022, if necessary.
An action item was assigned to R. Shanley to assemble a running list of ISO technical committee and subcommittee meetings (excluding working group meetings) to be added to future agendas.

Finalization of Proposal to Standards Committee on Establishing a Standing Committee Reporting to Technology Council in Response to the Board Ad Hoc Recommendations
The draft proposal to Standards Committee on establishing a standing committee reporting to Technology Council developed by D. Erbe, S. Bushby, and ASHRAE staff with input from ILS/ISAS and Standards Committee membership was presented for discussion.
It was moved by S. Bushby and seconded by J. Hogeling:

That ILS/ISAS recommend to Standards Committee to recommend to Technology Council to recommend to the Board ExCom the formation of a standing committee named International Standards Interaction Committee reporting to Technology Council.

Review of Action Items from Virtual Summer Meeting, Orlando, and Kansas City
R. Shanley and D. Erbe provided an update on the status of the action items assigned at the 2019 Annual Meeting in Kansas City, 2020 Winter Meeting in Orlando, and 2020 Virtual Annual Meeting. There was a review of closed action items from Kansas City and open action items from Kansas City, Orlando, and the 2020 Virtual.
An update on Action Item 3 from Orlando assigned to J. Hogeling and E. Khalil to draft a table for criteria for proposed International Standards participation award for review by ILS/ISAS was provided. Additional discussion to occur to occur, but is presently tabled pending the outcome of proposal to move ILS/ISAS to a standing committee of Technology Council.
7.
Regional Review of Standards Activities
a. Europe (J. Hogeling) – Revision of CEN standard on energy efficiency of heat pumps is in progress.
b. North America (D. Erbe, et. al.) – The ERV map certification program has been started at AHRI. State and local jurisdictions are beginning to prepare for Net Zero Energy and mandate percentages below Standard 90.1. The CSA and building code efforts in Canada are increasing; Dick Lord, Carrier is chairing the performance-based mechanical effort. Canada is moving to a holistic approach based on the EPBD.
c. Middle East/Asia-Pacific (E. Khalil) – Current activities include ecodesign systems, energy efficiency primary energy factors, and evaporative cooling. There is a best practices book for handling refrigerants in room and automotive air conditioners.
8.
ISO/TC 163, ISO/TC 205, JWG4 September Meetings
a. Moscow invitation to host in 2021 has been accepted, pending pandemic restrictions.
b. ANSI has issued an invitation to host in 2022.

c. ISO moratorium on in-person meetings presently extended through April 30th, 2021.

Report from TAG Chairs
a. ISO/TC 59/SC 13 (D. Knight) – There will be a New Work Item Proposal from the JWG4 (ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205) on Building Informational Modeling (BIM).
b. ISO/TC 86 (D. Halel) – Work of ISO/TC 86/SC 8 is progressing. ISO 817/Amd 2 is to be put forward for publication, an FDIS ballot is not required. ISO/TC 86/SC 1 meeting scheduled for January 27th, 2021. ISO/TC 86/SC 6 sound power ratings standards confirmed December 2020 (ISO 13621-1, ISO 13216-2). Upcoming summary of revisions to ISO Directives will be shared once they are received.
c. ISO/TC 142 (K. Kwong) – Virtual plenary meetings were held on December 2nd and 4th, 2020. Current plan is for an in-person meeting from November 30th, 2021 to December 3rd, 2021 in Delft, Netherlands. Virtual working group meetings are ongoing.
d. ISO/TC 163 and JWG4 (D. Erbe) – Virtual plenary meetings were held in September 2020. September 2021 plenary meetings for ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205 are presently scheduled to be held in Moscow. The Joint Working Group 4 (JWG4) is in charge of the overarching ISO 52000 series of standards. TG 7 has begun work on a New Work Item for primary energy factors (source energy). Four standards have been selected for a Smart Standards project. A letter has been sent to ISO regarding guidelines for smart standards. A method has been developed to have both committees (ISO/TC 163 and ISO/TC 205) ballot JWG proposals at the CD stage in the process to allow direct comments to be provided and responded to.
e. ISO/TC 205 (S. Bushby) – The TAG chair noted that the TAG is understaffed; the panels for several of the working groups do not get the amount of participation which is needed. Members of the TAG have been asked to reach out to colleagues to encourage new participants.
10.  Review of ISO/ASHRAE Standards Matrix
This matrix was briefly reviewed and will remain a standing agenda item for this committee at future meetings. It was requested that the TAG chairs review the matrix and provide updates to R. Shanley and D. Erbe.
11.  Update on ANSI International Committees
An update was provided which was prepared by Stephanie Reiniche on the activities of the ANSI international committees; the ANSI ISO Council (AIC), ANSI International Forum (AIF), and the ANSI International Policy Advisory Group.
12.  Review of New Action Items and Other Business
No other business was presented.
