TITLE: 
Standard for the Application of Building Information Modeling
1. PURPOSE:
This standard provides minimum requirements for the application of Building Information Modeling (BIM) to the planning, design, construction and operation of buildings. This standard defines how to include BIM requirements in design, construction and operations services contracts.
2. SCOPE:
This standard applies to new buildings, renovations of existing buildings, and additions to existing buildings, using Building Information Modeling (BIM) for planning, design, construction and operations.
BACKGROUND: This TPS will also have to be approved by the Board. This TPS was 

submitted by Dennis Knight for consideration at the Long Beach PPIS meeting.  PPIS 

assigned BIM MTG as the cognizant committee. Dennis Knight was recommended as 
the Chair of the proposed new project committee. There are at least five members willing 
to volunteer.

PASA as shown:

Role of the Vice Chair (See PASA 4.3.5) 

While a Chair is not required to appoint a Vice Chair it is recommended because it automatically provides a person to fill the Chair’s role in the event the Chair can’t attend a meeting. If tThe Chair decides tomay recommend approval of a Vice Chair, which must be approved by and it is approved by SPLS. then tThe Vice Chair assumes the duties of the Chair when the Chair is unable to serve at any meeting of the PC. A Vice Chair also needs to beis an ASHRAE member but does not need to be necessarily a voting member of the PC. When a Chair’s term expires or if he or she resigns or is otherwise relieved of responsibility, the Lead lead Vice Chair (if there is more than one) becomes the Acting Chair and is normally approved as the Chair at the next StdC Standards Committee meeting. While a Chair is not required to appoint a Vice Chair it is recommended because it automatically provides a person to fill the Chair’s role in the event the Chair can’t attend a meeting.

BACKGROUND: There was discussion at the StdC meeting of Chair succession in a particular SSPC. After extensive discussion it was assigned to PPIS to determine if the PC Guide to PASA needed to more strongly emphasize the need to 1) have a vice chair for all PCs 2) if the Vice Chair should be willing to become Chair when the current Chair’s term expires. There are limitations to the changes which can be made to the PC Guide to PASA without requiring changes to PASA itself.
