Planning – New Projects

It was moved by Dennis Stanke and seconded by James Aswegan that the following Title, Purpose and Scope (TPS) be approved and that a new Standard Project Committee be formed:


TITLE: 
Standard Method of Test for Electrical Power Drive Systems
1. PURPOSE:
To determine the performance of power drive systems for rating the energy efficiency and electrical compatibility with the power grid and with motor insulation.
2. SCOPE: 
Adjustable speed electric AC power drive systems, which combine semiconductor power converters including means for their control, protection, monitoring, and measurement, with connected electric motors. The standard is intended for HVACR applications that operate from low voltage (≤ 600 V). Power converters may be completely integrated in motor casings and remote power converters may be tested with default motors. All electric motor types are included. 

BACKGROUND: This TPS will also have to be approved by the Board. This TPS was submitted by Kezhen Shen for consideration at the Technology Weekend PPIS meeting.  PPIS assigned TC 1.11, Electric Motors and Motor Control as the cognizant committee. Armin Hauer was recommended as the Chair of the proposed new project committee. There are at least five members willing to volunteer.
