TITLE: 
Method of Test for Commercial and Industrial Adiabatic Humidifiers
1. PURPOSE:
This standard method of test establishes a uniform method of laboratory testing for rating commercial and industrial adiabatic humidifiers.

2. SCOPE:
2.1 The scope of the standard covers a method of test for the humidification rate and efficiency of commercial and industrial adiabatic humidifiers.

2.2 This method of test describes the test apparatus, conduct of the test, and information to be recorded.

2.3 Information resulting from the application of this method of test is intended for use by manufacturers, specifiers, installers, and users of commercial and industrial humidifiers.
BACKGROUND: This TPS will also have to be approved by the Board. This TPS was 
submitted by Nicholas Lea for consideration at the Las Vegas PPIS meeting.  PPIS 

assigned TC 5.11, Humidifiers. Nicholas Lea was recommended as the Chair of the 
proposed new project committee.

TITLE: 
Designation and Classification of Semantic Tags for Building Data
1. PURPOSE:

The purpose of this standard is to provide a dictionary of uniform semantic tags. These 
tags enable interoperable use of descriptive information on building data.
2. SCOPE:

This standard provides a dictionary of semantic tags for descriptive tagging of building data including building automation and control data along with associated systems.
BACKGROUND: This TPS will also have to be approved by the Board. This TPS was submitted by SSPC 135.  This document will be developed by SSPC 135.  The committee intends to develop this and also submit this for consideration as an international standard.

PPIS approved a motion to recommend that the Society Rules Committee revise Rule of the Board 1.201.034, International Policy for Standards, that would remove footnote two that states “See the definition of adoption in Appendix R of the Standards Committee Manual of Procedures. The Presidential ad hoc committee on ASHRAE's Role in the Globalization of Standards had been reviewing a broad range of issues related to this topic, including ROB 1.201.034. The ad hoc committee had found that this ROB is consistent with recommendations that will be made to the BOD and is not in need of significant changes. However, there is an issue that came up in the context of an appeal to Standard 90.1 that needs to be addressed. Footnote 2 references a section in the Standards Committee Reference Manual that no longer exists. Interpreting this footnote was a source of confusion during the appeal. The normal English meaning of "adoption" is sufficient for a complete understanding of this policy. For these reasons it was recommended that the footnote and the reference to it be removed.  This was sent to the Society Rules Committee for consideration as a minor editorial clarification and SRC asked for feedback from Standards Committee.  SRC removed the footnote from the Rule of the Board.
