In our process to get standards written into mandatory language we have overwhelmed SPLS with revision standards that have minor use of permissive language. Our goal at this Annual meeting is to refine our enforcement of mandatory language in standards.  In StdC Excom we proposed a to change to the Rules of the Board that addresses this issue. The proposed change is intended to provide the Standards Committee the authority to waive the mandatory language requirement. That option will be used selectively and we will prioritize standard committee documents as such: Code Intended standards and Method of Tests that are high level, then other Methods of Tests that are lower priority.
